Introduction 

The MENNONITISCHES JAHRBUCH was established by Heinrich Dirks, elder of 
the Gnadenfeld congrega tion and former missionary in Sumatra. !ts 
purpose was to record the life of Mennonites in Russia and to promote 
the renewal of their religious life. The first volume covered the year 
1903 and· was pub l i shed i n 1904 . 

The ttJahrbuch" was f irst printed by Hermann Lenzmann in Tokmak. Lenzmann 
also assumed editorial roles and was mentioned as co·publisher on the 
title page of the 1906/7 volume. Indeed as printer he wrote several 
articles, including a lengthy three·part biography of Johann Beck, a 
German theologian, and he inserted major editorial footnotes in several 
articles. The volumes from 1908 until 1913 the ttJahrbuch" was printed by 
H. A. Ediger•s printery in Berdjansk. 

Heinrich Dirks was the publisher as well as editor of the "Jahrbuch11 for 
the period from 1903 to 1910. The volumes edited by Dirks reflected hfs 
background and constituency, even though he tried to expand their range 
of topics and institutions. The regular reports on foreign missions 
featured his former mission field in the Outch East Indies. The 
charitable institutions established in the Mototschna colony also 
reported regularly as dld the "Reiseprediger" about the itinerant 
ministry to isolated Mennonite settlements. Most particularity, there 
were several substantial articles on the history of the Gnadenfeld 
congregation with its Prussian origins and migration to Russia, its 
pietistic influences and renewal efforts. 

While the "Jahrbuch" vigorously promoted spiritual renewal, foreign 
missions and educational endeavours throughout its ten year existence, 
t he personal perspectives of its editor were most apparent under Dirks. 
There were usually one or two sermons by Oirks in each volume. His avid 
interest in interpreting Biblical prophecies and discerning the signs of 
the end·times was expressed in annual articles of this nature. His s harp 
criticism of the activity and impact of separatist groups, namely the 
Mennonite Brethren and smaller groups, was expressed in many of his 
sermons and annual reviews of events. 

In 1911 the "Allgemelne IConferenz" of Russian Mennonites assumed the 
task of publishing the ''Jahrbuch". Oavid H. Epp, teacher, minister and 
newspaper editor as well as a leader in the conference executive, became 
the editor, As a publication of the conference and under the editorship 
of David H. Epp, from• prominent family of the Chortitza colony, the 
scope of the "Jahrbuch 11 became more comprehensive and more balanced. His 
emphasis on the Anabapt fst legacy as a guide and inspiration became 
apparent in several articles on Menno Si mons • His editorship reflected 
t he efforts of the "Allgemeine Konferenz" to i nc l ude the Mennoni te 
Srethren. 

The Russian government 1s ban at the outbreak of the wa r on German 
publications terminated the development of t he "Jahrbuch" under Epp ' s 
f ine editorial and int e llectual direction. Its tenth and final volume 
for the year 1913 was published in 1914.
